RANGE-CHECKING THE RADIO SYSTEM

The radio system should be checked before operating the vehicle to ensure proper operation and adequate range.
1. Turn on the transmitter.

ESC MOTOR PAIRING
In the event the motor has been subjected to a severe impact, is
overheating or has abnormal power output, use the following process
to automatically pair the motor to the ESC:

1. Disconnect the throttle lead from the receiver.

2. Remove the pinion gear from the motor.
